WHEREAS, Utah Code Annotated §59-12-2217 provides the opportunity for a Council
of Governments and the local legislative body to prioritize and approve funding for
transportation projects or services; and

WHEREAS, the Weber Area Council of Governments (“WACOG”) is the council of
governments with the authority to work with Weber County, the local legislative body, to
prioritize and approve funding for such transportation projects; and

WHEREAS, 2550 South (Phase 2) in Weber County is among the qualified projects
prioritized for funding by WACOG and is included in a priority list that was previously approved
by the Board of County Commissioners of Weber County; and

WHEREAS, Weber County submitted a timely and complete funding request to
WACOG (“Exhibit A”), and accordingly WACOG approved the request and awarded
$2,500,000 in funding on November 4, 2024 (“Exhibit B”).

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of County Commissioners resolves that the funds
approved by WACOG will be expended for the approved project pursuant to all programs and
policies adopted by WACOG and Utah Code Annotated §59-12-2217, with funds programmed
for use in 2027.

INTRODUCTION

2550 South is a major east-west corridor that runs from I-15 in Ogden City through West Haven
to 5100 West in Unincorporated Weber County. Weber County is experiencing an increase in
traffic on 2550 South due to area growth and traffic use of 1900 West and 3500 West. The 3500
West widening project was recently completed, as well as West Haven City’s portion of 2550
South between 2700 West and 3500 West in 2020. As development continues, along with the
construction of a proposed high school, near 4300 West and 2200 South, this thoroughfare
becomes an important connection for east-west traffic connecting newly widened improvements
with 4700 West (SR-134).

Currently there is a 66 foot right of way. In order for a three lane roadway with shoulders and
drainage facilities to be built, an 80 foot right of way is required.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

WACOG awarded $2,091,000 to begin purchasing right-of-way along this section of the corridor
in the 2023 funding cycle. The current proposed funding request consists funds for Weber County
to include full construction from 3500 West to 4300 West.

The needed improvements are to widen 2550 South to a minimum of three lanes and to provide
for pedestrian safety. The project will improve public safety by improving vehicle transportation
and pedestrian safety. Currently there is no continuous turning lane and no shoulder for
pedestrians. The storm drain and irrigation system partially consists of a large open ditch
approximately two feet from the north edge of asphalt. The four feet deep ditch is unsafe for
pedestrian traffic and vehicular traffic.

This project is ranked as Weber County’s #1 project.

Weber County is requesting $5,000,000.

The typical section of the roadway improvements will include a 12-foot center turn lane with 12-foot lanes east and west. There will be a 6-foot paved shoulder on each side of
the road with a 6:1 slope down to a roadside swale. Beyond the swale the section will connect back to existing ground at a maximum 4:1 grade.

Describe other project Improvements/ Benefits to be completed in conjunction with this proposed project:

Part of this project will include relocating the power poles and other utilities and piping irrigation and drainage ditches. This second phase will continue work that has already
been completed in West Haven along with the section from 4300 West to 3500 West which has been awarded funding.

Describe any project work phases that are currently underway or have been completed.

West Haven finished widening 2550 South from 2700 West to 3500 West in 2021. 3500 West has been widened in the last 5 years. Right-of-way acquisition is being done
along 2550 South from funds already awarded by WACOG. A Request for Proposals for the final construction design of Phase 1 will be put out later this year.
