3. That application be made to the U. S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of
Public Roads, to relocate Federal-aid Primary Route 1 to traverse the new roadway re-
sulting from the construction of Project I-15-2(3)43, and add the old location of

Federal-aid Primary Route 1 to the Federal-zid Secondary System.

As requested in your June 2 memorandum the transfer of FAP Route 2
to the new location created by construection of Interstate Project
I-80-1(7)1, between Wendover and Knolls in Tooele County, is approved.

Approval of this transfer does not change the approved route descrip-
tion but increases the Federal-aid Primary System mileage in Utah by
about 0.4 mile.

We also concur with the Utah State Road Commission's May 22 resolution
that State constructed access roads on the subject project be relin-
quished to Tooele County. This change will increase the "B" System
mileage in Tooele County by about 46.5 miles.
