This proposed action was presented to the Transportation Commission on February 20, 2004
and it was discussed that this action could be a Department Administration action not reguiring a
resolution by the Commission.

The following action has been taken to make the state route numbers run synonymous with US
route designation. SR-163 in the portion traversing easterly from the Junction of SR-191 to the
Junction of SR-262, a distance of 14.6+ miles, be assigned as a portion of new SR-162. Also, SR-262
from milepost 22.7 1o 40.0+ will become a portion of new SR-162.

The new SR-162 will begin at Junction SR-191 traversing easterly to the Utah/Colorado State
Line for a distance of 32.0 4 miles. The function classification will be Minor Arterial.

H Co=issioner Taylor explaived that the request from Ssn Juas County s
big. Be sa2id he discussed it with their Coz=ission at length and has taken a
wery critical look at the request. They have requested turning the Class E,
Syster over to the State. He also said that Carbon County presented their
list to the Governor yesterday.

Coe=issioner Taylor said some afﬁ the points have merit, but overall the
requests for trapsfers in S5an Juan County are pot justified. Ee recocends
that the road from Bluff to Montezuma Creek be transferred to the State
Bighway System. TUDOT's staff recommends deleting SE-262 from the State
Bighway Systez, but Commissioner Tayler doesn't agree because SR-262 needs a
lot of work.

The motion was made by Comzissioner Tayler that out of the packsge we
recomzend to the legislature that the road from Bluff to Montezuma Creek be
placed on the State Bighway Systez and that we reject the rest of the San Juan
County request. He noted there are other roads that have merit. They include
the road from Aneth to Ismay and JIsmay to Cortez, Colorado. Be suggested
keeping an eye on that section and working closely with Colorade in a coopera-
tive effort vhen they are ready. Another one to keep in mind is the road froc
US5-163 to Oljato. Commissioner Church seconded the motion.

Boward Leatham said that he understands that Bluff to Monterums Creek will
be worked oo under a Federal Ald Secondary Project to be let in the npear
future, and he reccemended that it pot be put om the State Bighway Systes
until that is dome. At the time it is complete, we can put it oo the State
Bighway System. Voting was unanimous that;

At the completion eof the Federal Aid BSecondary
Project, the road froz= Bluff to Monteruma Creek
will be added to the State Eighway System.

Representative Baze Bunter said that as one representative io the State
and fro= the Bouse of Representatives as a whele, he appreciates the job being
done by the Tramsportation Com=iscsicn and the Department of Tramsportatico.
